Colon Cancer                             Pancreatic Cancer 
Catching Cancer Before It Strikes: 

 There is a new lab screening that can tell a patient 

and their family if they are at high risk for colon and uterine 

cancer.   At UT Southwestern Medical Center and Parkland 

Memorial Hospital all patients with uterine or colon cancer 

tumors are universally screened for indicators of Lynch 

syndrome.  The rare but serious hereditary condition 

dramatically raises a person’s cancer risk – giving him or her 

a 80% chance of contracting colorectal cancer and up to 60% 

chance of uterine cancer.  The condition is highly hereditary: 

If a parent has the syndrome, the child has a 50% chance of 

having it, too.   

 Why It Matters:  “Colon cancer is a cancer that is 

almost entirely preventable,” says Dr. Linda Robinson, 

manager of clinical cancer genetics at UT Southwestern.  

With each person diagnosed, doctors can identify and track all 

at risk family members through blood tests.  Those diagnosed 

can then take preventive measures, such as starting 

colonoscopies at a younger age, making lifestyle changes and 

getting genetic counseling. 

 This information was taken in part from an article 

written by Melissa Repko Staff Writer for the fall issue of 

Healthy Living published by the Dallas Morning News.  

 If you think that you may have a possibility of this 

syndrome could be in your family please ask your Doctor 

about it.
